ABSTRACT

This research aims to develop the ability in English reading comprehension of Matthayomsuksa 1
students through the SQ4R strategy and mind mapping technique and to examine students' attitudes towards
implementing the SQ4R Strategy and Mind Mapping Technique. This research is quantitative research. The
sample group consists of 40 students studying in Matthayomsuksa 1, selected through purposive sampling.
Data collection tools include pre-test and post-test form, attitude questionnaire, and semi-structured interview.
The data analysis is performed by using means, standard deviations, and content analysis. The statistical
analysis can be summarized as follows. Firstly, the students’ English reading comprehension scores after
learning are significantly higher than before learning. The analysis of average scores of students before and
after learning, categorized by their proficiency levels in English reading comprehension, reveals that the post-
test scores are significantly higher significantly at a statistical significance level of .01. Furthermore, when
analyzing the average scores, categorized by their reading ability in terms of interpretation, paraphrasing, and
extrapolation, it is found that the students' reading comprehension scores in all categories are significantly
higher. These results suggest that using the SQ4R strategy together with mind mapping techniques effectively
can enhance students' English reading comprehension. Secondly, the overall attitude of the students towards
enhancing their English reading comprehension using the SQ4R strategy and mind-mapping techniques is
generally positive, with an average score of 4.34. Furthermore, the results of interview conducted with
students from the elementary, intermediate, and advanced group unveiled that students have positive attitude
towards reading development through the implemented learning activities. This can be attributed to the
structured nature of the SQ4R method has proven to be beneficial for reading development. The knowledge
gaining from this research is that the SQ4R method is a well-defined learning approach that enables students
to be aware of the objectives and purposes of their reading. With their teachers' guidance, instruction, and
validation, consequently students can comprehend and memorize the reading texts more effectively. This SQ4R
method involves additional explanations and summarization in mind mapping, enabling students to understand

better and memorize the reading passage.

The pitcher plant is an unusual plant. Take a look at
the picture in the top right corner of this page. The
plant has a leaf in the shape of a pitcher.

The pitcher plant is also unusual because it eats meat. The
plant traps the insects it feeds on. Insects are attracted to
the smelly liquid inside the pitcher. They climb in but
cannot climb out. They soon drown and are absorbed by
the plant when they dissolve in the liquid.

Pitcher plants vary greatly in
size. The biggest can hold
almost 1 litre of water. The
smallest are so tiny that they
are hard to see.

People have asked if pitcher
plants can eat humans. The
answer is no. The plants eat
meat very slowly and only in
very small amounts. Also, a
person is not likely to fall
inside a pitcher plant.
However big it is, it is not big
enough even for the smallest
child. So there's no need to
worry!

Have you every heard of a mammal which lay
eggs? Well, the platypus in eastern Australia
does. And that is not the only strange thing
about the platypus; it looks strange, too. Like a
beaver, it has a brown furry body and a broad
flat tail. Unlike a beaver, however, it has a long
flat snout shaped like a duck's bill!

The platypus lives in a burrow on the bank of a river. it usually
comes out at night to look for food, but you can sometimes
see it during the day. An excellent swimmer, the platypus
uses its webbed front feet to push itself through the water. It
uses its snout, also called 'bill', to search for prey. These are
frogs, shrimps, worms and other small creatures the platypus
finds in or near the water

The platypus has a body which is 30 to 45 centimetres long,
and a tail that measures 10 to 15 centimetres in length. Male
platypuses are slightly larger than the females. They have a
sharp, hollow spur at the ankle of each hind leg. This spur
contains a poison which cannot kill a person but can be very
painful.

Platypuses are endangered animals.
They are preyed on by creatures such
as snakes and large birds. However, the
biggest danger to them is the pollution
of the rivers in which they live.

Most of the deserts are very hot, such as the
Sahara in North Africa, but some are extremely
cold, such as the Gobi in Asia. The driest desert
q is the Atacama in South America. One thing the

deserts have in common is that most creatures
find it very difficult to survive in them.

In hot deserts, the temperature can rise to more than 45 degrees
Celsius in the daytime, though it may turn very cold at night. Not
many animals, especially large mammals, can stand such
conditions. They cannot store enough water in their bodies, and
the heat is too great to bear. However, small animals like rodents
and some lizards and snakes have adapted to living there.
