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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were 1) designing and testing the quality of learning activities based
on the Natural Approach in combination with Content and Language Integrated Learning 2) comparing the listening
and speaking abilities of grade 2 students in Economics studying through learning activities based on Natural
Approach and Content and Language Integrated Learning with these of students who have learned through the
usual approach 3) studying the attitude of the students who have studied economics through learning activities
based on Natural Approach in combination with Content and Language Integrated Learning. The target population
of this study were grade 2 students. There were in total 42 students divided into 2 classes. Grade 2/1 was used
as the experimental group and grade 2/2 as the control group. The research instruments used were 4 lesson
plans, a post-test and an attitude survey questionnaire. The validity was on a very good level. The statistics used
for analysing the research data were mean, standard deviation and independent samples t-
test.

The results of the study were as follows 1) Lesson plans and post-test were designed and three
experts assessed all their components as being of a very good quality. 2) The students who studied through
learning activities based on Natural Approach and Content and Language Integrated Learning had significantly
better listening and speaking skills at a level of .01. 3) The students who studied through learning activities based
on Natural Approach and Content and Language Integrated Learning had a significantly better attitude than the

control group on a level of .01.

they can do with money. The students agree that everybody have to use money.

Presentation: (15 minutes)

Introduce the vocabularies: goods, services, things, jobs, clothes, fixing car, serving

food.

Explain the meaning of goods and services.

Provide examples for goods, such as car, food and clothes.

Provide examples for services, such as serving food, fixing a car and cut hair.

Explain the difference between goods and services by using a car as an example;

the car is a good and fixing the car is a service.

Explain the importance of gaining knowledge about money.

Practice: (15 minutes)

Ask students as a group to state the meaning of goods and services.

Students are given a list of items and they have to categorise whether these items

are goods or services. They work in pairs. (PowerPoint)

Discuss the correct answers with the students.

Production: (10 minutes)

Students fill in a worksheet. (In the worksheet are 8 items. They will colour the

goods and circle the services.)



Wrap-up: (5 minutes)
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® Ask students to define the meaning of goods and services and give examples for

each one.
